8 And the
men of Judah fought against Jerusalem and
captured it and struck it with the edge of the
sword and set the city on fire. 9 And
afterward the men of Judah went down to
fight against the Canaanites who lived in the
hill country, in the Negeb, and in the lowland.
10 And Judah went against the Canaanites
who lived in Hebron (now the name of
Hebron was formerly Kiriath-arba), and they
defeated Sheshai and Ahiman and Talmai.
11 From there they went against the
inhabitants of Debir. The name of Debir was
formerly Kiriath-sepher. 12 And Caleb said,

me a blessing. Since you have set me in the land of the Negeb, give me also springs of water.” And Caleb
gave her the upper springs and the lower springs. 16 And the descendants of the Kenite, Moses’ father-in-
law, went up with the people of Judah from the city of palms into the wilderness of Judah, which lies in the
Negeb near Arad, and they went and settled with the people. 17 And Judah went with Simeon his brother,
and they defeated the Canaanites who inhabited Zephath and devoted it to destruction. So the name of the
city was called Hormah. 18 Judah also captured Gaza with its territory and Ashkelon with its territory, and
Ekron with its territory. 19 And the Lord was with Judah, and he took possession of the hill country, but he
could not drive out the inhabitants of the plain because they had chariots of iron. 20 And Hebron was given
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to Caleb, as Moses had said. And he drove out from it the three sons of Anak. 21 But the people of Benjamin
did not drive out the Jebusites who lived in Jerusalem, so the Jebusites have lived with the people of
Benjamin in Jerusalem to this day. 22 The house of Joseph also went up against Bethel, and the Lord was
with them. 23 And the house of Joseph scouted out Bethel. (Now the name of the city was formerly Luz.)
24 And the spies saw a man coming out of the city, and they said to him, “Please show us the way into the
city, and we will deal kindly with you.” 25 And he showed them the way into the city. And they struck the
city with the edge of the sword, but they let the man and all his family go. 26 And the man went to the land
of the Hittites and built a city and called its name Luz. That is its name to this day. Failure to Complete the
Conquest.

inhabitants of Megiddo and its villages, for the Canaanites persisted in dwelling in that land. 28 When Israel
grew strong, they put the Canaanites to forced labor, but did not drive them out completely. 29 And Ephraim
did not drive out the Canaanites who lived in Gezer, so the Canaanites lived in Gezer among them. 30
Zebulun did not drive out the inhabitants of Kitron, or the inhabitants of Nahalol, so the Canaanites lived
among them, but became subject to forced labor. 31 Asher did not drive out the inhabitants of Acco, or the
inhabitants of Sidon or of Ahlab or of Achzib or of Helbah or of Aphik or of Rehob, 32 so the Asherites lived
among the Canaanites, the inhabitants of the land, for they did not drive them out. 33 Naphtali did not drive
out the inhabitants of Beth-shemesh, or the inhabitants of Beth-anath, so they lived among the Canaanites,
the inhabitants of the land. Nevertheless, the inhabitants of Beth-shemesh and of Beth-anath became
subject to forced labor for them. 34 The Amorites pressed the people of Dan back into the hill country, for
they did not allow them to come down to the plain. 35 The Amorites persisted in dwelling in Mount Heres,
in Aijalon, and in Shaalbim, but the hand of the house of Joseph rested heavily on them, and they became
subject to forced labor. 36 And the border of the Amorites ran from the ascent of Akrabbim, from Sela and
upward.

Chapter 2: Israel’s Disobedience. 1 Now the angel of the Lord went up from Gilgal to Bochim. And he said,
“I brought you up from Egypt and brought you into the land that | swore to give to your fathers. | said, ‘1 will
never break my covenant with you, 2 and you shall make no covenant with the inhabitants of this land; you
shall break down their altars.”

10 And all that generation also were gathered to their
fathers. And there arose another generation after them who did not know the Lord or the work that he had
done for Israel. Israel's Unfaithfulness. 11 And the people of Israel did what was evil in the sight of the Lord
and served the Baals. 12 And they abandoned the Lord, the God of their fathers, who had brought them
out of the land of Egypt. They went after other gods, from among the gods of the peoples who were around
them, and bowed down to them. And they provoked the Lord to anger. 13 They abandoned the Lord and
served the Baals and the Ashtaroth. 14 So the anger of the Lord was kindled against Israel, and he gave
them over to plunderers, who plundered them. And he sold them into the hand of their surrounding enemies,
so that they could no longer withstand their enemies. 15 Whenever they marched out, the hand of the Lord
was against them for harm, as the Lord had warned, and as the Lord had sworn to them. And they were in
terrible distress. The Lord Raises Up Judges. 16 Then the Lord raised up judges, who saved them out of
the hand of those who plundered them. 17 Yet they did not listen to their judges, for they whored after other
gods and bowed down to them. They soon turned aside from the way in which their fathers had walked,




who had obeyed the commandments of the Lord, and they did not do so. 18 Whenever the Lord raised up
judges for them, the Lord was with the judge, and he saved them from the hand of their enemies all the
days of the judge. For the Lord was moved to pity by their groaning because of those who afflicted and
oppressed them. 19 But whenever the judge died, they turned back and were more corrupt than their
fathers, going after other gods, serving them and bowing down to them. They did not drop any of their
practices or their stubborn ways. 20 So the anger of the Lord was kindled against Israel, and he said,
“Because this people have transgressed my covenant that | commanded their fathers and have not obeyed
my voice, 21 | will no longer drive out before them any of the nations that Joshua left when he died, 22 in
order to test Israel by them, whether they will take care to walk in the way of the Lord as their fathers did,
or not.” 23 So the Lord left those nations, not driving them out quickly, and he did not give them into the
hand of Joshua.

Chapter 3: 1 Now those are the nations that the Lord left, to test Israel by them, that is, all in Israel who had
not experienced all the wars in Canaan. 2 It was only in order that the generations of the people of Israel
might know war, to teach war to those who had not known it before. 3 These are the nations: the five lords
of the Philistines and all the Canaanites and the Sidonians and the Hivites who lived on Mount Lebanon,
from Mount Baal-hermon as far as Lebo-hamath. 4 They were for the testing of Isarel, to know whether
Israel would obey the commandments of the Lord, which he commanded their fathers by the hand of Moses.
5 So the people of Israel lived among the Canaanites, the Hittites, the Amorites, the Perizzites, and Hivites,
and the Jebusites. 6 And their daughters they took to themselves for wives, and their own daughters they
gave to their sons, and they served their gods.

25 And they
waited till they were embarrassed. But when he still did not open the doors of the roof chamber, they took
the key and opened them, and there lay their lord dead on the floor. 26 Ehud escaped while they delayed,
and he passed beyond the idols and escaped to Seirah. 27 When he arrived, he sounded the trumpet in
the hill country of Ephraim. Then the people of Israel went down with him from the hill country, and he was
their leader. 28 And he said to them, “Follow after me, for the Lord has given your enemies the Moabites
into your hand.” So they went down after him and seized the fords of the Jordan against the Moabites and
did not allow anyone to pass over. 29 And they killed at that time about 10,000 of the Moabites, all strong,
able-bodied men; not a man escaped. 30 So Moab was subdued that day under the hand of Israel. And the
land had rest for eighty years.

Chapter 6: Midian Oppresses Israel. 1 The people of Israel did what was evil in the sight of the Lord, and
the Lord gave them into the hand of Midian seven years. 2 And the hand of Midian overpowered Israel, and
because of Midian the people of Israel made for themselves the dens that are in the mountains and the
caves and the strongholds. 3 For whenever the Israelites planted crops, the Midianites and the Amalekites
and the people of the East would come up against them.

now | have found favor in your eyes, then show me a sign that |t is you Who speak with me. 18 Please do
not depart from here until | come to you and bring out my present and set it before you.” And he said, “I will
stay till you return.” 19 So Gideon went into his house and prepared a young goat and unleavened cakes
from an ephah [about 3/5 of a bushel] of flour. The meat he put in a basket, and the broth he put in a pot,
and brought them to him under the terebinth and presented them. 20 And the angel of God said to him,
“Take the meat and the unleavened cakes, and put them on this rock, and pour the broth over them.” And
he did so. 21 Then the angel of the Lord reached out the tip of the staff that was in his hand and touched
the meat and the unleavened cakes. And fire sprang up from the rock and consumed the meat and the




unleavened cakes. And the angel of the Lord vanished from his sight. 22 Then Gideon perceived that he
was the angel of the Lord. And Gideon said, “Alas, O
Lord God! For now | have seen the angel of the Lord
face to face.” 23 But the Lord said to him, “Peace be to
you. Do not fear; you shall not die.” 24 Then Gideon built
an altar there to the Lord and called it, The Lord Is
Peace. To this day it still stands at Ophrah, which
belongs to the Abiezrites. 25 That night the Lord said to
him, “Take your father’s bull, and the second bull seven
years old, and pull down the altar of Baal that your father
has, and cut down the Asherah that is beside it 26 and
build an altar to the Lord your God on the top of the
stronghold here, with stones laid in due order. Then take
the second bull and offer it as a burnt offering with the
wood of the Asherah that you shall cut down.” 27 So Gideon took ten men of his servants and did as the
Lord had told him. But because he was too afraid of his family and the men of the town to do it by day, he
did it by night. Gideon Destroys the Altar of Baal. 28 When the men of town rose early in the morning,
behold, the altar of Baal was broken down, and the Asherah beside it was cut down, and the second bull
was offered on the altar that had been built. 29 And they said to one another, “Who has done this thing?”
And after they had searched and inquired, they said,
“Gideon the son of Joash has done this thing.” 30
Then the men of the town said to Joash, “Bring out
your son, that he may die, for he has broken down
the altar of Baal and cut down the Asherah beside it.”

1 In those days, when there was no king in Israel, a certain Levite
was sojourning in the remote parts of the hill country of Ephraim, who took to himself a concubine from
Bethlehem in Judah. 2 And his concubine was unfaithful to him, and she went away from him to her father’s
house at Bethlehem in Judah, and was there some four months. 3 Then her husband arose and went after
her, to speak kindly to her and bring her back. He had with him his servant and a couple of donkeys. And
she brought him into her father’s house. And when the girl’s father saw him, he came with joy to meet him.
4 And his father-in-law, the girl’s father, made him stay, and he remained with him three days. So they ate
and drank and spent the night there. 5 And on the fourth day they arose early in the morning, and he
prepared to go, but the girl’s father said to his son-in-law, “Strengthen your heart with a morsel of bread,
and after that you may go.” 6 So the two of them sat and ate and
drank together. And the girl’s father said to the man, “Be pleased
to spend the night, and let your heart be merry.” 7 And when the
man rose up to go, his father-in-law pressed him, till he spent the
night there again. 8 And on the fifth day he arose early in the
morning to depart. And the girl's father said, “Strengthen your
heart and wait until the day declines.” So they ate, both of them.
9 And when the man and his concubine and his servant rose up
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Behold, the day draws to its close. Lodge here and let your heart
be merry, and tomorrow you shall arise early in the morning for your journey, and go home.” 10 But the
man would not spend that night. He rose up and departed and arrived opposite Jebus (that is, Jerusalem).
He had with him a couple of saddled donkeys, and his concubine was with him. 11 When they were near
Jebus, the day was nearly over, and the servant said to his master, “Come now, let us turn aside to this city
of the Jebusites and spend the night in it.” 12 And his master said to him, “We will not turn aside into the
city of foreigners, who do not belong to the people of Israel, but we will pass on to Gibeah.” 13 And he said
to his young man, “Come and let us draw near to the one of
these places and spend the night at Gibeah or at Ramah.”
14 So they passed on and went their way. And the sun went
down on them near Gibeah, which belongs to Benjamin, 15
and they turned aside there, to go in and spend the night at
Gibeah. And he went in and sat down in the open square of
the city, for no one took them into his house to spend the
night. 16 And behold, an old man was coming from his work
in the field at evening. The man was from the hill country of
Ephraim, and he was sojourning in Gibeah. The men of the
place were Benjaminites. 17 And he lifted up his eyes and
saw the traveler in the open square of the city. And the old
man said, “Where are you going? And where do you come
from?” 18 And he said to him, “We are passing from Bethlehem in Judah to the remote parts of the hill
country of Ephraim, from which | come. | went to Bethlehem in Judah, and | am going to the house of the
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Lord, but no one has taken me into his house. 19 We have straw and feed for our donkeys with bread and
wine for me and your female servant and the young man with your servants. There is no lack of anything.”
20 And the old man said, “Peace be to you, | will care for all your wants. Only, do not spend the night in the
square.” 21 So he brought him into his house and gave the donkeys feed. And :

they washed their feet, and ate and drank. Gibeah’s Crime. 22 As they were
making their hearts merry, behold, the men of the city, worthless fellows,
surrounded the house, beating on the door. And they said to the old man, the
master of the house,
“Bring out the man who
came into your house,
that we may know him.”
23 And the man, the
master of the house,
went out to them and said
to them, “No, my brothers, do not act so W|ckedly since
this man has come into my house, do not do this vile
thing. 24 Behold, here are my virgin daughter and his
concubine. Let me bring them out now. Violate them
and do with them what seems good to you, but against this man do not do this outrageous thing.” 25 But
the men would not listen to him. So the man seized his concubine and made her go out to them. And they
knew her and abused her all night until the morning. And as the dawn began to break, they let her go. 26
And as morning appeared, the woman came
and fell down at the door of the man’s house
where her master was, until it was light. 27 And
her master rose up in the morning, and when he
opened the doors of the house and went out to
go on his way, behold, there was his concubine
lying at the door of the house, with her hands
on the threshold. 28 He said to her, “Get up, let
us be going.” But there was no answer. Then he _ nw
put her on the donkey, and the man rose up and went away to his home. 29 And When he entered his
house, he took a knife, and taking hold of his concubine he divided her, limb by limb, into twelve pieces,
and sent her throughout all the territory of Israel. 30 And all who saw it said, “Such a thing has never
happened or been seen from the day that the people of Israel came up out of the land of Egypt until this
day; consider it, take counsel, and speak.”

Chapter 20: Israel’'s War with the Tribe of Benjamin. 1 Then all the people of Israel came out, from Dan to
Beersheba, including the land of Gilead, and the congregation assembled as one man to the Lord at Mizpah.
2 And the chiefs of all the people, of all the tribes of Israel, presented themselves in the assembly of the
people of God, 400,000 men on foot that drew the sword. 3 (Now the people of Benjamin heard that the
people of Israel had gone up to Mizpah.) And the people of Israel said, [a Levite anp ;
“Tell us, how did this evil happen?” 4 And the Levite, the husband of the | fitpars 1s. a1
woman who was murdered, answered and said, “l came to Gibeah that

belongs to Benjamin, | and my concubine, to spend the night. 5 And the | \
leaders of Gibeah rose against me and surrounded the house against
me by night. They meant to kill me, and they violated my concubine, and
she is dead. 6 So | took hold of my concubine and cut her in pieces and
sent her throughout all the country of the inheritance of Israel, for they
have committed abomination and outrage in Israel. 7 Behold, you people
of Israel, all of you, give your advice and counsel here.” 8 And all the
people arose as one man, saying, “None of us will go to his tent, and 4-
none of us will return to his house. 9 But now this is what we will do to Glbeah we WI|| go up agalnst it by
lot, 10 and we will take ten men of a hundred throughout all the tribes of Israel, and a hundred of a thousand,




and a thousand of ten thousand, to bring provisions for the people, that when they come they may repay
Gibeah of Benjamin, for all the outrage that they have committed in Israel.” 11 So all the men of Israel
gathered against the city, united as one man. 12 And the tribes of Israel sent men through all the tribe of
Benjamin, saying, “What evil is this that has taken place among you? 13 Now therefore give up the men,
the worthless fellows in Gibeah, that we may put them to death and purge evil from Israel.” But the
Benjaminites would not listen to the voice of their brothers, the people of Israel. 14 Then the people of
Benjamin came together out of the cities to Gibeah to go out to
battle against the people of Israel. 15 And the people of Benjamin
mustered out of their cities on that day 26,000 men who drew the
sword, besides the inhabitants of Gibeah, who mustered 700
chosen men. 16 Among all these were 700 chosen men who were
left-handed; every one could sling a stone at a hair and not miss.
17 And the men of Israel, apart from Benjamin, mustered 400,000
men who drew the sword; all these were men of war. 18 The people
of Israel arose and went up to Bethel and inquired of God, “Who
shall go up first for us to fight against the people of Benjamin?” And
the Lord said, “Judah shall go up first.” 19 Then the people of Israel
rose in the morning and encamped against Gibeah. 20 And the men
of Isarel went out to fight against Benjamin, and the men of Israel

. drew up the battle line against them at Gibeah. 21 The people of
Benjamin came out of Gibeah and destroyed on that day 22,000 men of the Israelites. 22 But the people,
the men of Israel, took courage, and again formed the battle line in the same place where they had formed
in on the first day. 23 And the people of Israel went up and wept before the Lord until the evening. And they
inquired of the Lord, “Shall we again draw near to fight against our brothers, the people of Benjamin?” And
the Lord said, “Go up against them.” 24 So the people of Israel came near against the people of Benjamin
the second day. 25 And Benjamin went against them out of Gibeah the second day, and destroyed 18 000
men of the people of Israel. All these were men who drew the sword. 26 TR e ]
Then all the people of Israel, the whole army, went up and came to Bethel
and wept. They sat there before the Lord and fasted that day until evening,
and offered burnt offerings and peace offerings before the Lord. 27 And
the people of Israel inquired of the Lord (for the ark of the covenant of God
was there in those days, 28 and Phinehas the son of Eleazar, son of .
Aaron, ministered before it in those days), saying, “Shall we go out once VRSN
more to battle against our brothers, the people of Benjamin, or shall we cease?” And the Lord sald “Go up,
for tomorrow | will give them into your hand.” 29 So Israel set men in ambush around Gibeah. 30 And the
people of Israel went up against the people of Benjamin on the third day and set themselves in array against
Gibeah, as at other times. 31 And the people of Benjamin went out against the people and were drawn
' away from the city. And as at other times they began
to strike and kill some of the people in the highways,
one of which goes up to Bethel and the other to
Gibeah, and in the open country, about thirty men of
Israel. 32 And the people of Benjamin said, “They are
routed before us, as at the first.” But the people of
Israel said, “Let us flee and draw them away form the
city to the highways.” 33 And all the men of Isarel rose
up out of their place and set themselves in array at
Baal-tamar, and the men of Israel who were in ambush
rushed out of their place from Maareh-geba. 34 And
: ; L : there came against Gibeah 10,000 chosen men out of
all Isarel and the battle was hard, but the Benjaminites did not know that disaster was close upon them. 25
And the Lord defeated Benjamin before Israel, and the people of Israel destroyed 25,100 men of Benjamin
that day. All these were men who drew the sword. 36 So the people of Benjamin saw that they were




defeated. The men of Israel gave ground to Benjamin, because they trusted the men in ambush who they
had set against Gibeah. 37 Then the men in ambush hurried and rushed against Gibeah; the men in ambush
moved out and struck all the city with the edge of the sword. 38 Now the appointed signal between the men
of Israel and the men in the main ambush was that when they made a great cloud of smoke rise up out of
the city 39 the men of Israel should turn in battle. Now Benjamin had begun to strike and kill about thirty
men of Israel. They said, “Surely they are defeated before us, as in the first battle.” 40 But when the signal
began to rise out of the city in a column of smoke, the Benjaminites looked behind them, and behold, the
whole of the city went up in smoke to heaven. 41 Then the men of Israel turned, and the men of Benjamin
were dismayed, for they saw that disaster was close upon them. 42 Therefore they turned their backs before
the men of Israel in the direction of the
wilderness, but the battle overtook
them. And those who came out of the
cities were destroying them in their
midst. 43 Surrounding the
Benjaminites, they pursued them and
trod them down from Nohah as far as
opposite Gibeah on the east. 44
Eighteen thousand men of Benjamin
fell, all of them men of valor. 45 And
they turned and fled toward the
wilderness to the rock of Rimmon. Five
thousand men of them were cut down
in the highways. And they were
pursued hard to Gidom, and 2,000 men of them were struck down. 46 So all who fell that day of Benjamin
were 25,000 men who drew the sword, all of them men of valor. 47 But 600 men turned and fled toward the
wilderness to the rock of Rimmon and remained at the rock of Rimmon four months. 48 And the men of
Israel turned back against the people of Benjamin and struck them with the edge of the sword, the city, men
and beast and all that they found. And all the towns that they found they set on fire.

Chapter 21: Wives Provided for the Tribe of Benjamin. 1 Now the men of Israel had sworn at Mizpah, “No
one of us shall give his daughter in marriage to Benjamin.” 2 And the people came to Bethel and sat there
till evening before God, and they lifted up their voices and wept bitterly. 3 And they said, “O Lord, the God
of Israel, why has this happened in Israel, that today there
should be one tribe lacking in Israel?” 4 And the next day
the people rose early and built there an altar and offered
burnt offerings and peace offerings. 5 And the people of
Israel said, “Which of all the tribes of Israel did not come
up in the assembly to the Lord?” For they had taken a
great oath concerning him who did not come up to the
Lord to Mizpah, saying, “He shall surely be put to death.”
6 And the people of Israel had compassion for Benjamin
their brother and said, “One tribe is cut off from Israel this
day. 7 What shall we do for wives for those who are left,
since we have sworn by the Lord that we will not give them
any of our daughters for wives?” 8 And they said, “What —
one is there of the tribes of Israel that did not come up to the Lord to Mlzpah’)” And behold, no one had
come to the camp from Jabesh-gilead, to the assembly. 9 For when the people were mustered, behold, not
one of the inhabitants of Jabesh-gilead was there. 10 So the congregation sent 12,000 of their bravest men
there and commanded them, “Go and strike the inhabitants of Jabesh-gilead with the edge of the sword,
also the women and the little ones. 11 This is what you shall do: every male and every woman that has lain
with a male you shall devote to destruction.” 12 And they found among the inhabitants of Jabesh-gilead
400 young virgins who had not known a man by lying with him, and they brought them to the camp at Shiloh,
which is in the land of Canaan. 13 Then the whole congregation sent word to the people of Benjamin who




were at the rock of Rimmon and proclaimed peace to them. 14 And Benjamin returned at that time. And
they gave them the women whom they had saved alive of the women of Jabesh-gilead, but they were not
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. | taking 400 virgin women

as captives.

enough for them. 15 And the people had compassion of Benjamin
because the Lord had made a breach in the tribes of Israel. 16 Then
the elders of the congregation said, “What shall we do for wives for
those who are left, since the women are destroyed out of Benjamin?”
17 And they said, “There must be an inheritance for the survivors of
Benjamin, that a tribe not blotted out from Israel. 18 Yet we cannot
give them wives from our daughters.” For the people of Israel had
sworn, “Cursed be he who gives a wife to Benjamin.” 19 So they
said, “Behold, there is the yearly feast of the Lord at Shiloh, which is
north of Bethel, on the east of the highway that goes up from Bethel
to Shechem, and south of Lebonah.” 20 And they commanded the
people of Benjamin, saying, “Go and lie in ambush in the vineyards
21 and watch. If the daughters of Shiloh come out to dance in the
dances, then come out of the vineyards and snatch each man his

wife from the daughters of Shl|0h and go to the land of Benjamin. 22 And when their fathers or their brothers

come to complain to us, we will say to them, ‘Grant
them graciously to us, because we did not take for
each man of them his wife in battle, neither did you
give them to them, else you would now be guilty.’
” 23 And the people of Benjamin did so and took
their wives, according to their number, from the
dancers whom they carried off. Then they went
and returned to their inheritance and rebuilt the
towns and lived in them. 24 And the people of
Israel departed from there at that time, every man
to his tribe and family, and they went out from there

every man to his inheritance. 25 In those days there was no king in Israel. Everyone did what was right in

his own eyes.
